MultipleYear Funding Criteria
The United Way for the City of Kawartha Lakes now offers agencies the option to apply for 2 year funding if they wish to do so. Agencies must advise United Way in advance of the funding application deadline and have discussed with the Executive Director the following:
· Agency applying for funding has received a minimum of three consecutive years of funding ending in the previous funding year.
· The agency requesting multi- year funding currently receives $20,000 or less and is not asking for an increase Year Two of the funding request.
· Agencies requesting multi-year funding must be in good standing with Revenue Canada.  

· Funding will be provided to agencies with the primary purpose of the delivering health, family or social services.  

· The agency is not operating in a deficit and can demonstrate that they are in good financial condition and will continue to be for the two year period of funding.

· Current financials and budget projections will be required in the application.
· The agency has board approval to make the request.

· If the agency ceases operations, the funds will be withdrawn.
· If the agency wishes to switch funding programs mid-way through the multi-year agreement, the United Way must be advised and provided with specific reasons and alternate means of utilizing the funding. Changes to the funding agreement requires the UW Board of Directors approval.
Note:
The agency will be required to submit a year-end report prior to the payment of the second year of funding.


The United Way Community Review Panel will review and approve second year funding based on the year-end report.

United Way funding will depend on community funds raised, pledged and collected. In an economic downturn, pledged funds can be at risk and the United Way will ensure that the most vulnerable citizens are at the least risk.
